• either actual overhead or simplified method
• flat rate of 20% of direct costs minus 

subcontracting and 3rd parties not used on the 
premises of the beneficiary. 

• For Non profit Public Bodies, Secondary and 
Higher Education establishments, Research 
Organisations and SMEs unable to identify 
real indirect costs, may apply for a flat rate 
of 60% for funding schemes with RTD.

• Certificate on financial statements 
(CFS) = AUP for expenditure 
verification
• Mandatory when requested funding reaches 

375,000 Euro (except for project of 2 
years or less: the CFS is submitted at the 
end)

• Mandatory for every beneficiary, except if 
a certification on the methodology is 
provided

• Certificate on the methodology= AUP 
for system verification 
• aims at certifying the methodology of calculating 

(average) personnel costs and overhead rates
• Valid throughout FP7, on a voluntary basis, must be 

accepted by EC
• Particularly aimed at legal entities with multiple 

participation
• Waives the obligation of certificates for interim 

payments 
• Simplified certificate for final payments
